4.	 If any Yatri personally purchases any VIP Darshan ticket, special entry ticket, paid darshan 
ticket or temple pass without prior confirmation from the Organizer / Tour Manager, the 
same will be treated as personal choice and personal expense.

5.	 Personal pooja, abhishek, dakshina, special ritual, private priest charges or personal donation 
are not included in the package.

6.	 At many temples, darshan system, entry route, biometric system, ID verification, crowd 
control and timing rules may change at any time by temple authority or government 
authority. Yatris must cooperate with the actual system available on that day.

7.	 Group darshan at crowded pilgrimage places depends on actual crowd, authority rules and 
local management. No fixed time guarantee can be given for darshan completion.
